Memorial Garden Construction Approved 
“The Lord is my Shepherd… and I shall dwell in the House of the Lord forever” --- Psalm 23 

The Memorial Garden Committee has raised over $100,000 of the $190,000 needed to design 
and construct the Memorial Garden.  The authority to proceed with construction and the source 
of the remaining funds were both approved at the church conference held this past Sunday, June 
1st.  We thank everyone for their support.  The committee will proceed with approving the final 
construction drawings and obtaining the construction permit from the Town of Cary.  We are 
working closely with the Trustees to ensure a consistent improvement to the Ralph Drive side of 
the church property and the Trustees will have the responsibility for final approval and signing 
of the construction contract.  We hope the dedication ceremony can be held before the end of 
this year.   
The cost of reserving a niche in the garden has been $1,800, if submitted prior to the signing of 
the construction contract. This has been to encourage funds to cover the costs during 
construction.  We expect the contract to be signed sometime in late July or August, at which 
time the cost will go to $2,000.

Description of Outreach Ministries at White Plains UMC during 2007 
In 2007 expenditures from the Faith/Promise Outreach Account totaled $90,165.  Because of additional 
direct giving to individual missions by members of our congregation and spending of money carried over 
for specific projects from previous years, the total Outreach expenditures in 2007 were $114,194.  A 
description of the main outreach projects supported by our church is given below along with the contact 
information for each mission.  These outreach ministries were possible because of the generous direct 
giving by our congregation to the Faith/Promise Missions Fund ($59,821), the Fair Booth receipts 
($15,650), surplus year-end monies allocated to missions ($8,500), a Missions Yard Sale ($3,773), the 
Nothing But Nets Fund Raiser ($2,355), and additional giving to specific ministries.

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At their March 2008 meetings, the WP Finance Committee and the WP Church Council voted to provide 
Outreach Ministries with $40,000 of the 2007 surplus monies from the General Fund. Outreach Ministries 
has decided to distribute these funds in the following manner:  White Plains Children’s Center ($25,000), 
MERCI (Disaster Relief, $5000), Habitat for Humanity ($3000), Race for Grace (fighting hunger in our 
local community, $1000), International Bible Distribution ($500), and the Faith-Promise Account (to be 
distributed in 2008, $5,500).  
Description  of Outreach Expenditures in 2007 

White Plains was a Rainbow Covenant contributor in 2007.   What this means is that our church paid all of 
its apportionments in 2007 as well as contributed to the 5 lanes of United Methodist Rainbow Covenant 
Giving (World, National, Missionary, UMCOR, and Conference).  In 2007 we gave $250 to the Russian 
UM Theological Seminary (World Line).  In the national category we gave $200 each to the Robeson 
County Church, the National Hispanic Ministries, the Hinton Rural Life Center, the Red Bird Missionary 
Conference, and Rockingham District Native American Ministries.  In the missionary line we gave $1,000 
of salary support each to Shana Harrison (in Chile), Greg Jenks (in Zimbabwe), Herbert Zigbuo (in 
Liberia), and Mary Zigbuo (in Liberia).  We also gave a $200 honorarium to Herbert and Mary Zigbuo in 
November of 2007, when they came to talk about their ministries in Liberia at White Plains. The UMCOR 
line was met by contributions to UMCOR ($875) and to the Church World Service Crop Walk ($3750).  
The Conference giving includes funds to ZOE ($3500), MERCI ($3000), Alliance Medical ($2500), the 
NC Society of St. Andrew ($1000), and to New UM church starts ($265).     
Active Outreach Programs at White Plains UMC 

The ABRO (American Belarus Relief Organization) Program supports orphan children from the country 
of Belarus by bringing 6-10 children and a chaperone to stay with families in the White Plains 
congregation.   In 2007 White Plains hosted 8 children and a chaperone.  In addition, $500 went to support 
construction of bathrooms in one orphanage as well as needed medical supplies.  In 2008 White Plains 
again will host 8 children and a chaperone.  Faith/Promise funds generally cover the cost of airfare for the 
participants and chaperone (~$16,000), whereas direct giving to the ABRO Program from the congregation 
pays for food during travel, bus expenses, some host family expenses, the chaperone’s salary, and an 
individual gift bag on arrival for each child.  For additional information, contact Judi Brettschneider (851-

The Appalachia Service Project (ASP) is a home repair/home building ministry that serves needy 
families in rural Appalachia by sending work teams of youth and adults from our congregation during the 
summer for 1-2 weeks.  2007 was White Plains’ 30th year of participating in ASP and the team was given 
a certificate recognizing the church’s support for the ASP mission.  In 2007 we opened up enrollment to 
14-year-old youth in the church and this brought in youth that previously would not have had the 
opportunity to begin understanding what ASP is all about.  In 2008 we will be sending 66 people (11 work 
teams) on two separate weeks to serve families in need in Appalachia.  During the first week (late June) 4 
teams will travel to Scott Co., TN, whereas during the second week (early July) 7 teams will travel to Wise 
Co., VA.  Funding for ASP comes from Faith-Promise, participant contributions, as well as various fund 
raisers.

The White Plains Children’s Center is an inclusive developmental day center created as an outreach 
ministry of White Plains United Methodist Church. The Center's mission is to provide a nurturing and 
stimulating environment where children with special and typical needs can grow and learn in acceptance of 
one another. The White Plains Children's Center is accredited by the National Academy of Early 
Childhood Programs.  For more information contact Terri Fowler, Director WPCC, (469-2217 x247) or 
visit the Children’s Center website (www.wpcckids.org). 
Crop Walk is an annual program to raise funds to eliminate hunger in our local community and beyond.  
The walk takes place in early October with participants seeking sponsors who will contribute to the Crop 
Walk program.  In 2007 our church contributed $4625 to UMCOR and Crop Walk.  For more information 
contact Vicki or Dave DeMaster (469-0756 or vkdemaster@aol.com or demaster@ncsu.edu).   
The White Plains Food Pantry collects food from members of our congregation and stores it in an on-
sight pantry for distribution to families in need in the Cary area throughout the year.  The Food Pantry 
supports the White Christmas Ministry (31 families 2007), Thanksgiving Meal Bags (31 families = 93 bags 
of food), Christmas Meal Bags (11 families = 31 bags of food), and most recently Easter Meal Bags (a 
total of 19 meal bags were distributed).  Also, the Pantry supports several local outreach ministries with 
overstocked food items, which go to the CCA-Dorcas Food Pantry, With Love From Jesus and The 
Raleigh Rescue Mission.  This ministry is especially grateful for the compassion, generosity, and service 
of the White Plains congregation, the church staff, and the various volunteers who contribute their time 
and talents.  For additional information, contact Ann Whitfield (467-1547 or anngwhit@bellsouth.net).   
Habitat for Humanity focuses on providing affordable housing for families in need in Wake County. The 
program typically works with five or six other area churches, which collectively allows the churches to 



fully sponsor and build a house. Typical sponsorship is about $75,000 per house with construction taking 
about 25 weeks. Due to the scheduling of Habitat construction sites, and our desire to stay in the 
Cary/Apex area, the program at White Plains has been involved about every other year in building 
activities. Our last build was in 2006 near downtown Cary. White Plains provided $8200 towards a 
townhouse unit and over 576 volunteer hours towards building that house. The house was built for a 
wonderful single mother and her son. Volunteers did everything from framing, painting, installing 
windows and doors, to providing lunch and helping clean up at the end of the day. All skill levels were 
used. Our next build will also be in Cary, starting in Summer 2008. White Plains already has contributed 
$10,000 to this project.  We are looking forward to seeing you on the work site.  For additional 
information, contact David Moody (677-1756 or dmoody2@nc.rr.com).   
Hispanic/Latino ministries at White Plains is active in the three following arenas:  
International Work Teams – A team of six people traveled to Peralvillo, Peru in 2007 to help with construction 
of a parsonage behind the existing church. We also provided funds to each of the other three churches in the 
circuit, and put on a Vacation Bible School for about 150 children from the four churches. 
Peruvian Ministries - As we have done in previous years, we sent $500 to Peralvillo so the moms could purchase 
Christmas gifts for the 150-200 children in the circuit. An additional $400 went to a separate church in the 
mountain town of Huancayo for use in providing Christmas gifts and food. 
Local Hispanic Ministries – Funds from Faith-Promise are used to support programs at our local Hispanic 
ministry, Luz del Pueblo, which generated in 2007, a new program dubbed "Semillas de Amor" (Seeds of 
Love).  Semillas offers a weekly gathering for kids and moms (including English as a Second Language), a 
Ready-to-Learn Program, tutoring for grade school children, and a nursery.  In April of 2008 this ministry 
was the primary host organizing the 2nd annual International Festival, which brought together food, dance, 
people, and cultures from around the world.  For more details concerning Hispanic Ministries see the WP 
website (www.wpumc.com/Missions/HispanicMinistry/).

The International Bible Distribution ministry provides Bibles and funding for Bibles that are given to 
orphans and missionaries around the world. The missionaries use the money to purchase Bibles in the 
country in which they are serving, in the language of the people. During 2007, $750 went to the Gideons 
for the distribution of 508 Bibles in Lima, Peru.  During March of 2008, $500 were given to the Youth 
With a Mission Program for the distribution of Bibles to children in Belo Horizonte, Brazil.  Bibles also 
have been distributed to: 5 families as part of ASP, 7 children participating in the WIHN program, and 62 
children and adults who came to White Plains as part of the International Festival.  For additional 
information, contact Gayle Holcomb (481-0573 or gayleholcomb@yahoo.com). 
The International Work Team program supported 6 people in their ministry to Peralvillo, Peru (see 
above).  In addition, this ministry supported nine members of our church as they shared the love of Christ 
with the people of the Dominican Republic as part of a Medical Ministry International program.   During 
June of 2007 this group provided medical, surgical, and dental care as well as health education to those in 
need in the Dominican Republic.  The remainder of the monies from Faith-Promise ($7925) to the 
International Work Team Fund in 2007 were carried over to accrue sufficient funds to support an 
international work team in 2009 (typically $14,000 is required to send a 10-person team to a nearby 
country with families in need).  For additional information, contact Dave DeMaster (469-0756 or 
demaster@ncsu.edu).   
Kairos is a prison ministry for men at Central Prison in Raleigh.  Two times a year, Christian services are 
conducted over a weekend to reach out to inmates at this local facility.  For more information contact 
Derryl Walden (467-5933 or waldend@earthlink.net) or Joe Perkins (469-0904). 
MERCI (Marion Edwards Recovery Center Initiatives) is a North Carolina Conference project that 
provides relief efforts (supplies and personnel) for disaster victims both locally and abroad.  The program 
provides training for disaster relief teams and organizes materials such as flood buckets (e.g., for Hurricane 
Katrina victims) or school kits (e.g., for orphans in Zimbabwe).  Many of the MERCI activities connect 
directly with UMCOR (United Methodist Committee on Relief) programs, which are global in their 
outreach.  For more information contact Pam Willard (469-8382 or bpjwill@aol.com).   
The United Methodist Women is an independent organization existing under Outreach Ministries.  The 
members pledge and give freely in order to support missions throughout the world (not necessarily just 
those covered by White Plains UMC).  At White Plains we are trying to educate women about the needs of 
women and children around the world by offering programs like our regularly scheduled "Book Talks", our 
Women in Mission Dinner in November, and the Agape Feast during Lent.  Some of the specific missions 
that are supported include the Methodist Home for Children and the collection of kits (health, school and 
layette) for the MERCI Center. We also support the MATCH Program, which is a women’s prison 
ministry here in Raleigh.  Please contact either Carol Remley (481-1595 or cmremley@hotmail.com) or

Wake Interfaith Hospitality Network is a mission that began as a response to the problem of 
homelessness in the US. WIHN is a private, non-profit agency for Wake County. Professional staff provide 
families with daily, individual case management at a Day Center on Method Road. Each evening, two 
churches provide shelter, meals and transportation for up to five families each, serving ten families every 
night in the program. Each church commits to shelter families a week at a time, approximately once a 
quarter. There are 32 host and 16 support congregations in the Wake Network. White Plains has a support 
congregation, St Paul's Episcopal Church, which assists us with volunteers and supplies.  White Plains has 
been a participant in this mission since its inception in 1994. Over 100 members of our congregation 
participate in hosting during a WIHN week.  In 2007, WIHN served 63 families made up of 202 family 
members of which 120 were children.  WIHN services enabled 88% of these homeless families to 
complete the program and move into independent housing.  For additional information, contact Patti Crane

The White Christmas Program provides food and Christmas gifts to families in need throughout our 
local community.  The food pantry provides boxes of food to the families in need, and Outreach Ministries 
provides a turkey, fresh fruit, and potatoes.  Individual families from White Plains and Sunday School 
classes purchase gifts and bring them to the home of the family in need, along with the various food items.   
During December 2007, the White Christmas Program was able to serve 29 families in our community 
with food and gifts and an additional 2 families with just food.  Contact Vicki or Dave DeMaster (469-

Other Ministries Supported Through Faith-Promise Giving: 

The Outreach Meals on the Outreach Budget refers to gifts to Stop Hunger Now ($1500), which was part 
of the Mid-High Discovery Program, and to the Million Meals for Children Program ($250).  White Plains 
raised $2355 for the Nothing But Nets Program in 2007, which helps to fight malaria in African children. 
ZOE is the Zimbabwe Orphans Endeavor, which serves children in Zimbabwe, Africa who have been 
orphaned by AIDS.  Food, medical relief, and education are provided to these children in need.  
Intervarsity is a Christian ministry reaching out to young adults at local colleges or universities.  Allison 
King (a former youth at White Plains) is heading up the Intervarsity program at Duke University, and our 
contributions provide some of the salary support for her leadership.  The Alliance Medical Ministry 
provides affordable primary medical care to low-income, uninsured, working families in Wake County.  
The American Social Health Association has been dedicated to improving the health of individuals, 
families, and communities, with a focus on preventing sexually transmitted diseases and infections.  The 
Carying Place is a program that provides transitional housing to homeless families in our local community.  
With Love From Jesus is an Evangelical outreach program to the needy community in Raleigh, N. C. and 
surrounding areas.  Their goal is to minister to the spiritual needs as well as physical needs of those 
individuals served by their program.  The Society of St. Andrew is a Christian hunger ministry that 
salvages fresh produce and delivers it to soup kitchens and food banks across the United States.  The 
Raleigh Rescue Mission serves the homeless and poor in the Raleigh area by ministering to their physical, 
emotional, and spiritual needs.  The Cary Community in Action program helps local families who face 
immediate crisis by providing Crisis Ministry, a Food Pantry, and Educational Assistance.   
Faith Promise Giving Over the Past 3 Years: 
The White Plains congregation should feel proud of their increased giving to the Faith-Promise Outreach 
Fund since 2004 (see figure below).  Only 3 years ago our congregational giving to the Faith-Promise 
account was $45,000, whereas during 2007 we were able to raise nearly $60,000 (a 33% increase!).  
Outreach would like to thank the congregation for their continued generosity in Faith-Promise giving over 
the years.  We also would like to thank those volunteers who have worked over the past years at the State 

Fair Booth, because this outreach effort is a significant source (>17%) 
of our funding for Missions Programs.  Keep up the good efforts White 
Plains – You are the greatest!
